Almpact Wrenches

« Never use hand sockets. Use only impact
sockets in good condition. Sockets in poor
condition reduce impact power and could
also shatter, resulting in personal injury.

* When using a universal joint, never
operate the tool off the work. It may run
too fast and cause the joint to be thrown from the tool.

Always use the simplest hook-up possible. Long springy
extension bars and adapters absorb impact power and could
break loose resulting in personal injury. Instead, use deep
sockets wherever possible.

For tools using the pin and o-ring socket retainer, use the
o-ring to securely retain the socket pin.

A Abrasive Tools

« Never mount a grinding wheel on a sander.

* Never use a grinding wheel marked with a
speed lower than the air grinder speed.
